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ABSTRAK

Kerjasama General Security of Military Information Agreement (GSOMIA)
merupakan kerjasama militer antara Korea Selatan dan Jepang. Pada mulanya kerjasama
tersebut akan dilaksanakan pada era Presiden Lee Myung-bak, akan tetapi kerjasama
tersebut gagal dilaksanakan karena adanya penolakan dari pihak domestik Korea Selatan.
Pada tahun 2016, kerjasama tersebut kembali dibahas pada era Presiden Park Geun-hye.
Pihak domestik Korea Selatan tidak menyetujui kerjasama tersebut, akan tetapi Presiden
Park Geun-hye tetap menandatanganinya pada November 2016. Untuk mengetahui latar
belakang Presiden Park Geun-hye menyepakati kerjasama tersebut, penelitian ini
menggunakan teori Model Aktor Rasional olen Graham T Allison, yakni terdapat tiga
alasan : kemampuan militer Jepang, adanya dorongan dari Amerika Serikat serta terdapat

peningkatan aktivitas nuklir dan rudal Korea Utara.
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ABSTRACT

The General Security of Military Information Agreement (GSOMIA) is a military
cooperation between South Korea and Japan. Initially, the cooperation was to be carried
out in the era of President Lee Myung-bak, but the cooperation failed to be implemented
due to resistance from the South Korean domestic side. In 2016, the cooperation was
discussed again during the era of President Park Geun-hye. The South Korean domestic
side did not agree to the cooperation, but President Park Geun-hye signed it on November
2016. To find out the background of President Park Geun-hye agreeing to the cooperation,
this study uses the theory of the Rational Actor Model by Graham T Allison, namely there
are three reasons: Japan's military capabilities, the encouragement of the United States

and there is an increase in North Korean nuclear and missile activities.
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
