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ABSTRAK 

Penelitian ini bertujuan untuk menguji pengaruh financial technology, sistem 

informasi akuntansi, dan financial inclusion terhadap kinerja keuangan UMKM 

pada Warung Madura di Daerah Istimewa Yogyakarta. Penelitian menggunakan 

pendekatan kuantitatif dengan metode survei terhadap 155 pemilik atau pengelola 

Warung Madura yang dipilih melalui purposive sampling. Data dikumpulkan 

menggunakan kuesioner skala Likert 6 poin dan dianalisis dengan regresi linier 

berganda menggunakan IBM SPSS. Hasil penelitian menunjukkan bahwa secara 

simultan financial technology, sistem informasi akuntansi, dan financial inclusion 

berpengaruh signifikan terhadap kinerja keuangan UMKM. Secara parsial, ketiga 

variabel tersebut berpengaruh positif dan signifikan, dengan sistem informasi 

akuntansi sebagai variabel yang paling dominan. Nilai Adjusted R² sebesar 0,887 

menunjukkan bahwa 88,7% variasi kinerja keuangan dapat dijelaskan oleh model 

penelitian. Temuan ini menunjukkan bahwa pemanfaatan teknologi keuangan, 

penerapan sistem informasi akuntansi yang efektif, serta peningkatan akses layanan 

keuangan formal berperan dalam meningkatkan kinerja keuangan UMKM sektor 

perdagangan tradisional. 
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ABSTRACT 

This study aims to examine the effect of financial technology, accounting 

information systems, and financial inclusion on the financial performance of SMEs, 

specifically Warung Madura in Yogyakarta City. This research applies a 

quantitative approach using a survey method involving 155 owners or managers 

selected through purposive sampling. Data were collected using a 6-point Likert 

scale questionnaire and analyzed through multiple linear regression with IBM 

SPSS. The results indicate that financial technology, accounting information 

systems, and financial inclusion simultaneously have a significant effect on SME 

financial performance. Partially, all three variables have a positive and significant 

effect, with accounting information systems as the most dominant variable. The 

Adjusted R² value of 0.887 indicates that 88.7% of the variation in financial 

performance can be explained by the research model. These findings suggest that 

optimizing financial technology utilization, implementing effective accounting 

information systems, and improving access to formal financial services contribute 

to enhancing SME financial performance in the traditional retail sector.
