Penelitian ini bertujuan untuk menganalisis pengaruh pengeluaran pemerintah, 

investasi (PMDN dan PMA), dan konsumsi rumah tangga terhadap 

pertumbuhan ekonomi di 5 Kabupaten/Kota Daerah Istimewa Yogyakarta 

periode 2016-2024. Penelitian ini menggunakan pendekatan kuantitatif 

dengan data panel yang terdiri dari data cross section 5 Kabupaten/Kota dan 

data time series tahun 2016-2024. Data yang digunakan merupakan data 

sekunder yang diperoleh dari Badan Pusat Statistik (BPS) Provinsi DIY, 

Bappeda DIY, dan DPMPTSP Provinsi DIY. Metode analisis yang digunakan 

adalah regresi data panel dengan pendekatan Random Effect Model (REM). 

Hasil penelitian menunjukkan bahwa secara simultan pengeluaran pemerintah, 

investasi, dan konsumsi rumah tangga berpengaruh signifikan terhadap 

pertumbuhan ekonomi. Sedangkan secara parsial pengeluaran pemerintah, 

investasi, dan konsumsi rumah tangga berpengaruh positif dan signifikan 

terhadap pertumbuhan ekonomi di 5 Kabupaten/Kota Daerah Istimewa 

Yogyakarta periode 2016–2024.

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ABSTRACT 

 

This study aims to analyze the impact of government spending, investment 

(domestic and foreign), and household consumption on economic growth in 

five regencies/cities of the Special Region of Yogyakarta during the 2016–2024 

period. This study employs a quantitative approach using panel data 

comprising cross-sectional data from the five regencies/cities and time-series 

data from 2016 to 2024. The data used are secondary data obtained from the 

Central Statistics Agency (BPS) of the Special Region of Yogyakarta, the 

Regional Development Planning Agency (Bappeda) of the Special Region of 

Yogyakarta, and the Investment and One-Stop Service Agency (DPMPTSP) of 

the Special Region of Yogyakarta. The analysis method used is panel data 

regression with the Random Effects Model (REM) approach. The results show 

that, simultaneously, government spending, investment, and household 

consumption have a significant effect on economic growth. Meanwhile, 

partially, government spending, investment, and household consumption have 

a positive and significant effect on economic growth in the five regencies/cities 

of the Special Region of Yogyakarta for the 2016–2024 period.
